The SIG-Health sponsored track at the 2011 Americas Conference on Information Systems presented 10 paper sessions with 31 papers and 6 posters accepted out of more than 60 submissions to the track.

A subsequent panel on Preparing Successful Grant Proposals included presentations by Ann Fruhling, Ph.D., of the University of Nebraska, Omaha; Diane Strong, Ph.D., of Worcester Polytechnic Institute; Monica Chiarini Tremblay, Ph.D., of Florida International University; and Bengisu Tulu, Ph.D., of  Worcester Polytechnic Institute. All provided useful insights on their past successes and failures in securing and managing grants from the National Science Foundation, National Institutes of Health, and Veterans Administration.

ICIS Track in Shanghai, China

Matthew Guah and Wendy Currie hosted a track titled "IT in Healthcare" at the 2011 International Conference on Information Systems in Shanghai, China. The track was supported by SIG-Health with numerous members and almost all officers serving as Associate Editors. Two paper sessions were presented, titled "Change Management in Healthcare" and "Healthcare Performance and Outcome Improvement". Each of the two sessions included 4 papers
