AMCIS attracts up to a thousand or more attendees principally from North America but increasingly from other regions of the world as well.  It is conducted under the auspices of AIS. Colleagues from prominent local universities take responsibility for organizing and making local arrangements associated with the conference. The 18th AMCIS was held in Seattle, Washington, U.S.A. from August 9th through 11th of 2012.

	The European Conference on Information Systems (ECIS) is considered the premier information systems event in the European region and provides a platform for panel discussions and the presentation of peer-reviewed academic research. All submissions are double-blind reviewed and recent acceptance rates have been roughly 30% range. The electronic version of the conference proceedings (1993-2008-excluding 1995 and 1998) and full citations (1993-2008) are available publicly. The 20th ECIS was held in Barcelona, Spain from June 10th through 13th of 2012.

	Activity Description

	PACIS (the Pacific Asia Conference on Information Systems) is the AIS (Association of Information Systems ) major IS (information systems) conference region 3. A primary aim of PACIS is to provide IS researchers in the Pacific-Asia region with an opportunity for networking and exchanging research findings on the latest developments in IS. In 2012 the conference was held in Vietnam and the theme was “IS Innovation in Pacific Asia”. There was a total of 383 submissions from authors in 45 countries was received. Key statistics include: 178 authors from Australia, 119 from Taiwan, 74 from China, and 66 from Germany and represents the second highest number of submissions to a PACIS conference in its history. Once again, since its introduction in 2010 the IS/IT in Healthcare track was held and even AIS president Professor Doug Vogel made comment in his key note address to the importance of this track and IS research within the healthcare domain.
