He is the chair of the Data, Informatics, and Research Taskforce of the Governor’s Emergency Medical Services and Trauma Advisory Council. This information should serve to inform providers on the efficacy of treatment modalities. He also serves on the Crash Outcomes Data Evaluation Systems (CODES) advisory committee for the State of Texas, which is seeking to link the data of the Department of State Health Services with traffic accident data of the Department of Transportation. The purpose of the data integration is to identify mechanisms to reduce the mortality and morbidity of traffic accidents and to improve the performance of the providers of emergency medical services. This information will also serve to inform the legislature on the issues relative to development of appropriate legislation to support the improvement of health care across the continuum of care.
